2. Use the Skills Assessment that is available within the
Resume Builder Tool (requires log-in). The skills
assessment can help you identify your skills and
when/where you developed those skills. This is helpful for
recognizing your transferable skills. Plus it is helpful when
you are ready to develop your resume.

3. Use the Careers, Wages and Trends search tool to learn
more about:

1. Careers,
2. Projected job openings, and
3. Training that is required for each career.

4. Once you have narrowed down your career options, use
the resources, training programs, and/or Illinois workNet
Job Finder tools (menu items within the Careers, Wages
and Trends search results) to find a person in that
field.
