Perkins CTE Act contains opportunities to increase students’ industry connections,
better align education and workforce systems, strengthen teacher and faculty
pipelines, increase success of underserved students, expand dual-credit partnerships,
support innovative practices, and broaden the reach and scope of guidance
counseling.

The development of the five-year plan coincides with other statewide efforts,
including lllinois’ competency-based learning pilot, Workforce Innovation and
Opportunity Act implementation, Postsecondary and Career Expectations framework,
college and career pathway diploma endorsements, and multiple-measure definition
of college and career readiness for accountability.
