AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES

THIS AGREEMENT made this (Enter Date), by and between (Subaward Entity) (hereinafter referred to as the AGENT) and the (Grantee Name) (hereinafter referred to as the OWNER).
WITNESSETH: That whereas the OWNER intends to retain the service of the AGENT to complete professional service under a program from OWNER pursuant to the (Grant Award Name), (hereinafter referred to as the “PROJECT”).
NOW THEREFORE, the OWNER and the AGENT in consideration of their mutual covenants herein agree in respect of the performance of professional services by the AGENT and the payment for those services by the OWNER, as set forth below.
The AGENT will serve as the OWNER’S professional representative in those phases of the PROJECT to which this Agreement applies and will give consultation and advice to the OWNER during the performance of services.
ARTICLE 1 - BASIC SERVICES OF SUBAWARD
A.	Scope of Work
AGENT shall perform the services which are provided in Exhibit “A”, Scope of Work,
attached hereto and by this reference made a part hereof.
ARTICLE 2 - COMPENSATION AND PAYMENT
A.	Terms of Payment - Cost Reimbursable Basis
AGENT shall be compensated and paid for services in accordance with the provisions of Exhibit “B”, Cost Schedule, attached hereto and by this reference made a part hereof. The AGENT' S compensation will be (describe payment schedule, ex. Monthly), not to exceed a total compensation of (enter total amount).
AGENT shall not obligate OWNER hereunder for compensation in excess of that amount without OWNER’S prior written approval and AGENT shall not be obligated to render additional services after said sum becomes due until such written approval is received.

ARTICLE 3 - CHANGES IN WORK
A. OWNER reserves the right, without impairing this Agreement, to order changes or alternatives in the work to be performed by AGENT. In the event such change is ordered, this Agreement shall be amended to reflect changes in the Scope of Work, and estimated total compensation resulting therefrom.

ARTICLE 4 -THE OWNER'S RESPONSIBILITIES
The OWNER will:
A. Provide full information as to the requirements for the Project.
B. Examine all proposals and other documents presented by the AGENT and render decisions pertaining thereto within a reasonable time so as not to delay the services of the AGENT.
C. Give prompt written notice to the AGENT whenever the OWNER observed or otherwise becomes aware of any deficiency in work performed.
ARTICLE 5 - PERIOD OF SERVICE
A. The OWNER reserves the right to request the services upon forty-eight (48) hour notice, provided it does not conflict with other prior commitments and falls within the Scope of Work, Exhibit "A" of the Agreement.
B. Terms of this Agreement shall be for a specified period. The period of services of this agreement is from (enter date range).
ARTICLE 6 - GENERAL CONSIDERATIONS
A. Termination
This Agreement may be terminated by either party by thirty (30) days written notice in the event of substantial failure to perform in accordance with the terms hereof by the other party through no fault of the terminated party. If this Agreement is so terminated, the AGENT shall be paid as provided in Article 2.
B. Insurance
If appropriate, the AGENT will secure and maintain such insurance as will protect him from claims under workers compensation acts, claims for damages because of bodily injury including personal injury, sickness or disease, or death of any of its employees or of any person other than his employees, and from claims for damages because of injury to or destruction of tangible property including loss of use resulting therefrom.
C. Successors and Assigns
The OWNER and the AGENT each binds himself and his partners, successors, executors, administrators and assigns to the other party of this Agreement and to the partners, successors, executors, administrators, and assigns of such other party, in respect to all covenants of this Agreement; except as above, neither the OWNER nor the AGENT will assign, sublet or transfer his interest in this Agreement without the written consent of the other. Nothing herein shall be construed as creating any personal liability on the part of any officer or AGENT of any public body which may be a party thereto, nor shall it be construed as giving any rights or benefits hereunder to anyone other than the OWNER and the AGENT.

ARTICLE 7 - DOCUMENTATION AND INFORMATION
A. Documentation of Costs
All costs shall be supported by properly executed time records, invoices, contracts, vouchers, orders, and other accounting documents pertaining in whole or in part to this Agreement and shall be clearly identified and readily accessible.
B. Reports and Information
The AGENT at such times and in such forms as the OWNER may require, shall furnish to the OWNER any request pertaining to matters covered by this Agreement.
ARTICLE 8 - FINANCIAL INTERESTS
A. Personal Financial Interest of Members of OWNER
No officer(s), or employer(s), or AGENT(s), of the OWNER who exercises any functions or responsibilities in connection with the planning and carrying out of the PROGRAM, or any other person who exercises any functions or responsibilities in connection with the PROGRAM, shall have any personal financial interest, direct or indirect, in this Agreement; and the AGENT shall comply with all federal, state, and local conflict of interest laws, statutes and regulations, and all such laws, statues and regulations shall apply to all parties and beneficiaries under this Agreement as well as to all officer(s), employee(s), or Agent(s) of the OWNER. •
B Interest of AGENT and Employees
The AGENT agrees that it will incorporate into every agreement required to be in writing the following provisions: The AGENT covenants that he or she presently has no interest of any kind and shall not acquire any type of interest direct or indirect, in the program or any property therein, which would conflict in any manner or degree with the performance of his or her services and obligations hereunder. The AGENT further covenants that in the performance of this Agreement, no person known to have any conflicting interest shall be knowingly employed in the performance of this Agreement.
In order for the OWNER to determine whether a conflict would or could exist, any AGENT who does knowingly have any interest, direct or indirect, in the program or property therein or any employee who does knowingly have any interest, direct or indirect, in the program or property therein, must disclose such interest to the OWNER before execution. The OWNER shall have the sole authority to determine whether a disqualifying conflict does so exist.

ARTICLE 9 - DISCRIMINATION
A.  The AGENT will comply with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964. (P.L. 88-352) and all requirements imposed by or pursuant to the Regulations of the Illinois Department of Employment Security issued pursuant to that Title, to the end that, in accordance with Title VI of the Act and the regulations, no person in the United States shall, on the grounds of race, color, national origin, sex or handicapped be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be otherwise subjected to discrimination under any program or activity for which the OWNER receives Federal financial assistance from the Illinois Department of Employment Security.
ARTICLE 10 - COMPLIANCE WITH LOCAL LAWS
All parties shall comply with all applicable laws, ordinances, and codes of the State of Illinois and local government.
ARTICLE 11 - PERFORMANCE OF AGREEMENT
During the performance of this agreement, the AGENT agrees as follows:
1. The AGENT will, in solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the AGENT state that all qualified applicants will receive consideration for employment without regard to race, color, religion, sex or national origin.
2. In the event of the OWNER'S noncompliance with the nondiscrimination clauses of this agreement or with any of such rules, regulations, or orders, this agreement may be canceled, terminated or suspended in whole or in part.
ARTICLE 12 - SECURITY ISSUES
1. Security breaches or infrastructure collapses remain the responsibility of the OWNER and no liability shall be incurred by the AGENT.
