How does all of this fit into the WIOA 
Service Matrix?  

u Bridges are stand alone Adult Ed – so they do not fall under 
WIOA for potential funding.  Refer students at this level to Adult 
Education partners.

u ICAPS fall under the Training Services for Adults and/or 
Dislocated Workers and in Youth Program Elements: 
Education/Career/Training.  As a result, WIOA funding is 
allowable to be spent on the training portion, but not the Adult 
Education portion.  Collaborate with your local Adult Education 
partners to see how funding can be braided to help everyone 
achieve goals.
